All initial CAPF 5 checkout paperwork must be received by NJW DOV before you can fly with 
CAP aircraft.  Recurrent CAPF 5 checkouts will be given a grace period of 30 days to get their 
packet to the NJW DOV provided they have received a CAPF 5 before their expiration dates. 
Paperwork must all be complete to be accepted. 
Note: If a pilot is going to expire in something, their name or what they are missing as part of 
documentation paperwork is highlighted in pink.  
         If a pilot has something that has expired or they are grounded for another reason,  
           like a safety class/video, their name and that item will be highlighted in red.

TMP Only (dark blue and “Y” is bold)– Transport Mission pilot Only–
